AND
TENANT
AGREEMENT made this xxth  day of  month, Two Thousand and Nine BETWEEN SHERFIELD-ON-LODDON PARISH COUNCIL (hereinafter called “The Council”) of the one part and tenant  of  address , Hook  (hereinafter called “the Tenant”) of the other part.

(NB:  Wherever the masculine gender is used, this should be interpreted as also meaning the feminine gender, where appropriate.)
WHEREAS IT IS AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

1. The Council agrees to let and the Tenant agrees to hire as a yearly Tenant from 1 November the Allotment Garden Number XX  adjoining The Green, Sherfield-on-Loddon, Hampshire. 
2. The yearly rent shall be twelve pounds (£15) payable annually in advance and a proportionate rent shall be charged for any part of a year over which the tenancy may extend. The rent may increase in any year, it last increased to £15.00 for a half plot from 1 November 2009.
3. The Tenant shall comply with the following conditions:

(i) He shall keep the Allotment Garden clean, free from weeds and in a good state of cultivation and fertility and in good condition.  He shall cut the grass on paths between plots and keep them free from weeds and accumulation of rubbish.
(ii) He shall keep displayed in a prominent position the number of the plot.
(iii) He shall ensure that the allotment site gate/s is/are locked when the site is vacated.

(iv) He shall not cause any nuisance or annoyance to the occupier of any other Allotment Garden or nearby householders or obstruct any path set out by the Council for the use of the occupiers of the Allotment Gardens.

(v) He shall not underlet, assign or part with the possession of the Allotment Garden or any part of it without the written consent of the Council.  (Note:  The tenant shall not transfer the tenancy to another person without the Council’s consent.)
(vi) He shall not cut or prune any timber or other trees, or take, sell, or carry away any mineral, gravel, sand or clay.
(vii) He shall not enter upon, take or remove any plants or crops from any other allotment garden without the tenant’s permission.

(viii) He shall not plant any trees other than fruit trees and bushes.  Fruit trees must be planted away from paths to ensure that they do not shade or allow roots to grow under neighbours’ plots.

(ix) He shall not without the written consent of the Council erect any building on the Allotment Garden, provided that the consent shall not be refused under this sub​paragraph to the erection of any building reasonably necessary for the purpose of keeping rabbits or hens. (The keeping of cockerels is not permitted.)  No other animals may be kept on the allotments.  Applications for the erections of buildings on allotment plot must be made in writing to the Parish Council.  Buildings in excess of ten feet long, eight feet wide and eight feet high are not normally allowed.  The keeping of livestock is not permitted on plot 54 and no more that 10 plots may have livestock at any one time.  Livestock enclosures must be placed at least six feet away from fencing adjacent to public pathways.  Tenants with livestock are required to purchase and place rat bait boxes adjacent to their enclosures.  Pens must be cleansed and dug on a regular basis (at least every 6 months) and hen houses should be moved to a new position within the plot every 18 months.  Tenants with livestock should refer to Defra guidance on the welfare of livestock.
(x) If permitted by the Council to erect a building on an allotment plot, the tenant shall adhere to the Council's specification, unless written consent to the contrary is granted by the Council, and the tenant shall maintain it in good repair at all times.  Any building so erected must be removed before the date upon which the tenancy is terminated.  The building or shed shall be more than two feet from any fence, path or track.  If on a plot with a Council provided shed, the tenant shall provide and apply an approved, brown wood preserver to the shed every two years.  If a tenant fails to do so, the Council will carry out this function and pass the cost incurred to the tenant.

(xi) He shall not bring onto the allotment site to store any item(s) other than for a horticulture use on the allotment.
(xii) He shall not be permitted to use barbed wire on the allotment site.
(xiii) He shall not be permitted to install electrified fencing within the Allotment Gardens, with the single exception of the current tenant of plot 3 whilst remaining a tenant of that plot (dated 08/06/05).

(xiv) He shall keep every hedge that forms part of the allotment plot properly cut and trimmed and keep all ditches properly cleansed.
(xv) He shall ensure that no waste or any other material is placed against any fence, hedge or gate.  
(xvi) He shall observe and perform any other special conditions which the Council consider necessary to preserve the Allotment Garden from deterioration and of which notice is given.

(xvii) He shall under no circumstances deposit garden refuse, bean sticks, bins, etc, or light fires on the main path of the Allotments. If required, areas designated for recyclable and non-recyclable allotment waste should be used.
(xviii) He shall not bring dogs on to the Allotment unless on a leash, and he must ensure that they do not damage other gardeners’ plots.  Dog fouling laws and penalties, regarding the pick-up and disposal of dog muck apply on all allotment sites. 
(xix) He shall ensure that children are supervised at all times when on an allotment site.  They must not go on any other tenants plot or play near any water trough.  
(xx) He shall not interfere in any way with, or connect a hose-pipe to, the water supply.
(xxi) Bonfires can cause nuisance to neighbours and other plot holders.  The Parish Council strictly limits their use. The lighting of bonfires and barbeques are only permitted with the approval of the Allotment Officer.  
(xxii) If herbicides or pesticides are used, the tenant must follow all the safety instructions on the container.  When spraying, the tenant should consider that neighbouring allotment holders may not want chemicals on their plants.

4. There is an area for Car Parking inside the entrance gate, Bow Gardens.  Please do not park in Carpenters Close.

5. Any member or Officer of the Council shall be entitled at any time to enter and inspect the Allotment Garden.  
6.
The tenancy hereby created shall continue, for one year, or until determined in any of the following manners or events:

(a) The death of the tenant;
(b) The Tenant not observing the conditions contained herein;
(c) The Tenant giving to the Council not less than one week's notice in writing at any time;
(d) For any purpose (not being the use of the same for agriculture) for which it has been appropriated under any statutory provision;
(e) For improvements to the site, containing the subject plot, when such improvements are agreed by the Council;
(f) If the rent or any part thereof is in arrears for not less than forty days whether legally demanded or not;
(g) If the Tenant shall become bankrupt or compound with his creditors.
Any notice hereunder to be given by the Council may be served by the notice being left at or sent by Recorded Delivery to the last known place of abode of the Tenant. 

Any notice required to be given to the Council shall be sufficiently given if signed by the Tenant and sent in a prepaid letter to the Clerk of the Council.

Where a plot is not fully cultivated a warning letter will be sent followed by a re-inspection to ensure that full cultivation is taking place. (Note: this will happen only if the tenant has rented the plot for over six months.)  If after four weeks no reply to the warning letter is received and or/no satisfactory improvement has taken place the tenant will be given a one months’ notice to quit by the Council.

If, during this time, in the opinion of the Council, the allotment plot appears to be uncultivated, the Council reserves the right to cut down all growth using the Council's own resources.

7.
Any notice may be served on a Tenant either personally or by leaving it at his 
last known place of abode or by Recorded Delivery addressed to him there.

8. The Tenant shall in the event of any change of residence inform the Clerk of 
the Council of his new address within fourteen days of such change.

9.
The Tenant shall, at the commencement of the tenancy, deposit £30 (or any 


sum the Chairman should decide) which will be returned at the end of the 


tenancy providing the allotment is left in a condition satisfactory to the 


Chairman.

     10.        Tenants may hold up to two full plots, any tenant wishing to hold more


            than this must write to the Parish Council for permission.

The tenancy shall be SUBJECT TO any Allotment Gardens Rules made from

time to time by the Council and to the Allotment Acts 1908 to 1950.
